The meeting was convened to address the concerns of residents living in the immediate 
vicinity of the proposed development.  It was noted that the location map in the 
application did not clearly show the number of houses in the immediate vicinity of the 
development.  It was also noted that other documents had been added to the 
application, one even on the last date for comments.  This was felt to be unacceptable.  
After considerable discussion it was agreed that there was no objection to the 
development itself but the location was inappropriate.  It would be preferable if the silos 
were positioned further up the field, away from Macketts Lane as the noise of the driers 
would be intrusive, as would that of traffic to, from and within the site.  The inevitable 
quantities of dust could be a potential health hazard.  Screening for the plant along the 
Lane has been included in the plan but, if the site is moved further away, the screening 
should surround the site more closely.  Although the entrance to the site would be on 
the main road, there would be an increase in traffic along the Lane, as it would be used 
as a short-cut and it is already dangerous for pedestrians, cyclists and horse riders.  In 
addition, there were concerns about lighting and the impact on the Dark Skies policy.  
Conditions on lighting would therefore be requested.
